








Set-up Instructions

1 Assembly

There are two sets of panels in
a full-height unit. A top section
and a base section. The top
section (figure A) has location
pins along the base of the pan-
els. The bottom section (figure
B) has rubber feet along the
bottom.

4 Add Optional Curved Panels

End flat panels have three connectors along the edge which attach curves. Attached curves by sliding cut-out sections of curve

edge, located at dot position, over and down on panel connectors as shown.
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2 Stacking

There are two sets of panels in a
full-height unk, a top section and a
on the floor.

Unfold the display to the desired
configuration by holding the bottom
section and swinging outward in the
direction of the arrows.

5 Add Accessories
Center the header on the display as desired and
hang with attached header hooks.
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6 Packing
